Families typically adapt to
the absence of a family member by “reassigning” the roles of the person who
died to the remaining members. In a sense, the family must redefine itself. For
example, a parent whose spouse dies may find himself or herself trying to be
both mother and father to their child. The remaining parent may take on some
of the roles of the parent who died, and other things may be let go, or assigned
to a non-parent. Or, if a mother dies, family members may expect the oldest
sibling to step into a more mothering role with younger siblings.

The process of redefining the family takes time, and involves trial and
error. When someone in the family dies, family roles may change or
disappear altogether. As you are redefining yourself without your loved
one, don’t take on roles or responsibilities that you don’t want.
